How does this affect your view  
 of Jesus' ability to relate to your personal challenges?

Pastor Zach mentioned that sometimes what we think is a curse can   
 actually be a blessing. Can anyone share an experience where this was true  
 in their own life?

 2.) Choose one area of struggle in your life and spend time thanking Jesus   
 for His ability to empathize with you in that struggle.
 

 3.) Reflect on areas where you might be relying on your own righteousness   
 rather than Christ's perfect sacrifice. Surrender those areas to God in prayer.

 4.) Share the gospel with someone this week, emphasizing Jesus' role as   
 both perfect High Priest and ultimate sacrifice.
